· IAY

           The objective of IAY is primarily to provide grant for construction of houses to members of Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes, Minorities, freed bonded labourers and also to non-SC/ST rural poor below the poverty line. The scheme IAY is a centrally sponsored one with a central state ratio 75:25. Below Poverty line population (score <=33 as per BPL Survey 2005) living in the rural areas are the beneficiaries of the scheme. 75% of the total allocation is distributed on the basis of houseless people and 25% is distributed on the basis of the SC/ST population. Gram Panchayat prepares Permanent Wait List (PWL) with the eligible beneficiary (Citizen of India, inhabitants of that GP, lives below poverty) line and then send it to their respective Panchayat Samities. Panchayat Samity issues cheques /drafts to the beneficiaries after receiving fund from Zilla Parishad to his/her IAY account as per allotment received from P&RD Dept. for that financial year. A beneficiary who has no land of his own may apply to the Panchayat Samity for purchase of land through ‘Chas-O-Basabaser Bhumidan Prakalpa”. The house should be designed so that there must be space for Sanitary Latrine and Smokeless Chullah. In fact Sanitary Latrine and Smokeless Chullah is a mandatory condition of IAY house. Sanitary Latrine will be constructed from Total Sanitation Campaign (TSC) fund.
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
